Question: "What does the Bible say about the 
evangelization of children?" 
 

Answer: Jesus’ desire is that “repentance for the 
forgiveness of sins will be preached in his name 
to all nations” (Luke 24:47).  The mission field is 
“all nations.”  There are no geographical 
restrictions to the gospel, no cultural restrictions, 
and no age restrictions.  Everyone needs to 
repent and be forgiven, including the children of 
“all nations.”  Children, therefore, should be 
evangelized, and there are many Christian 
organizations such as AWANA International and 
Child Evangelism Fellowship that are working to 
meet that goal. 
 

The Bible says that children are a blessing from 
God (Psalm 127:3).  They are in need of 
instruction (Proverbs 8:32–33) and are quite able 
to learn.  Timothy was a student of the Word at a 
very young age.  He knew the Holy Scriptures 
“from infancy” (2 Timothy 3:15), having been 
taught by his godly mother and grandmother (2 
Timothy 1:5).  
 

One of the best passages on the evangelism of 
children is Mark 10:13–16: “People were bringing 
little children to Jesus for him to place his hands 
on them, but the disciples rebuked them.  When 
Jesus saw this, he was indignant.  He said to 
them, ‘Let the little children come to me, and do 
not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs 
to such as these.  Truly I tell you, anyone who will 
not receive the kingdom of God like a little child 
will never enter it.’  And he took the children in his 
arms, placed his hands on them and blessed 
them.” Jesus welcomes children to come to Him 
for His blessing. In fact, those who place 
obstacles in the path of a child coming to Christ 
make the Lord “indignant.”
